Although you will be receiving this edition of the Bomber Bits before January 1, 2010, Happy New Year! 
 
Beginning a new semester is very similar to the beginning of a new year. With a new year, many of us make 
resolutions based on areas of our lives that we would like to improve. We establish our individual resolutions by 
personally assessing our lives and our habits at that given time.  The beginning of a new semester is an excellent 
opportunity for our students to consider where they are in their academic development. Your student(s) may 
already be doing this. Students often feel as though the adults in their lives (teachers, parents, administrators, 
etc…) are always evaluating their academic development. Take time before the second semester begins and ask 
your student(s) how they think they are doing. Encourage them to seriously consider where they are in their 
academic development and where they want to go. Empower your student(s) to answer you honestly. 
Sometimes our students may have goals that differ from what our expectations are for their future. Having 
experienced life as a teenager, we tell our students not to make the same mistakes we made. Sometimes, as with 
our own development, students have to “learn it by living it.” The best thing we can do is to encourage our 
students and be there for them when they need us. Let’s encourage our students to be the best they can be and 
support them to pursue THEIR dreams.  
 
As we begin the second semester, keep in mind how important student attendance is to academic development. 
According to research, good school attendance is an important factor in achieving academic success.  Students 
who are frequently absent or tardy often miss important information being taught, fall behind, and lose interest 
in school.  An improvement in attendance may help a child achieve better grades and feel better about himself / 
herself.  Even though you may have called and let us know about your child’s illnesses, reasons for delays in 
arriving to school, or other reasons for absences, the number of total days accumulates faster than we think. 
Therefore, consider this article as a means of communication between school and home, and as a friendly 
reminder of the importance of student attendance. Please refer to page 25 of our student handbook for school 
policies regarding student attendance.  Students learn best if they are present on a consistent basis for 
instruction.  Please make every effort to improve your child’s attendance at school.  An absentee rate of more 
than 10% places a child at risk of not completing his/her education according to Illinois School Code.  
Regardless of whether these are excused or unexcused absences, irregular attendance is detrimental to your 
child’s education.

4. Is the type of person he/she wants his/her athletes to be. 
THE OFFICIAL 
1. Knows the rules. 
2. Is fair and firm in all decisions. Calls them as he/she sees them. 
3. Treats players and coaches courteously and demands the same treatment. 
4. Knows the game is for the athletes, and lets them have the spotlight. 
THE SPECTATOR 
1. Never boos a player or official.

Philosophy 
 
First and foremost, participation is a privilege, NOT a right. 
 
It is the philosophy of the Athletic Program at AOHS to provide each individual who is willing to adhere to the 
rules of good sportsmanship and guidelines of our athletic policies the best possible opportunity to grow 
morally, physically, socially, and mentally through participation in our program of interscholastic activities. 
 
To the Parents 
One of the most important factors in having a successful Athletic Program is the cooperation and support of the 
parents of our athletes. As a parent of an athlete, it will be necessary to give an extra amount of your time in 
support of your son or daughter and our school's athletic program.  We sincerely hope that these sacrifices and 
commitments will be a valuable and rewarding experience to both you and your AOHS athlete. 
 
Our coaches are experienced in their fields and have the desire to help all of our athletes become respected, 
successful, and useful citizens of our community-both now and after graduation. If, as a parent, you feel the 
need to discuss a particular policy or situation, please call and make arrangements to talk with a coach or the 
Athletic Director. 
 
Participation in our program requires a large commitment from each athlete. Your cooperation in making your 
son or daughter punctual for his/her activities will be greatly appreciated. 
 
Finally, we want to thank you for allowing your child to participate. 
 
Fan Behavior (IHSA Ruling) 
We strongly encourage our parents and fans to follow the ethics of clean competition and good sportsmanship. 
IHSA By-Laws state: "Any person found to be in gross violation of the ethics of competition or sportsmanship 



may be barred from interscholastic contests."  These areas will be stressed to our athletes and coaches, and it is 
the hope of our total program that the parents and fans of our community will lead the way toward good 
sportsmanship. 
 
The school board may make and enforce reasonable rules of conduct and sportsmanship for athletic and extra-
curricular school events.  Any person who violates such rules may be denied admission to school events for not 
more than one year, provided that written 10 days notice of the violation is given such person and a hearing had 
thereon by the board pursuant to its rules and regulations.  The administration of any school may sign 
complaints as agents of the school against persons committing an offense any school events.(ILCS 5/24-24) 
 
To Athletes, Cheerleaders, Scholastic Bowl, Student Council, Band, and Chorus 
Your first responsibility is to acquire a quality education while attending Argenta-Oreana High School.  
 
Every Argenta-Oreana student becomes an extra-curricular participant from the first scheduled fall athletic 
season practice until the last scheduled spring competition. The extra-curricular code will apply for the entire 
school year whether the student is currently involved in an extra-curricular activity or planning to be involved in 
an extra-curricular activity.  
 
As you are a representative of this school, your actions and behavior must be such as to reflect a respected 
image on yourself, fellow students, your parents, your school and community. You will spend a great amount of 
time and effort in participation with your respective activity, but hopefully you will find it to be a rewarding and 
enjoyable experience that will be important to you now and in the years to come.

PARENT-COACH 

COMMUNICATION 
 

Both parenting and coaching are difficult vocations.  By establishing an understanding of each position, 
we are better able to accept the actions of others and provide greater benefits to our children.  As 
parents, when your children become involved in athletics, you have a right to understand what 
expectations are placed on your child.  This begins with clear communication from the coach. 
 
Communication you should expect from your child’s coach: 

 Philosophy of the coach 
 Expectations the coach has for your child as well as the other players on the team. 
 Location and times of all practices and contest. 
 Team requirements; i.e. fees, equipment, etc. 
 Discipline that results in the denial of your child’s participation. 

 
Communication that the coach should expect from parents: 

 Concerns expressed directly to the coach. 
 Notification of schedule conflicts well in advance. 
 Specific concern in regard to the coach’s philosophy/and or expectations. 

 
As your child becomes involved in athletic programs at A-O, they will hopefully experience some rewarding moments.  It 
is important to understand that there also may be times when things do not go the way you or your child wishes.  At that 
time, discussion with the coach is encouraged. 
 
Appropriate concerns to discuss with your child’s coach: 

 The treatment of your child: mentally and physically. 
 Ways to help your child improve. 
 Concerns about your child’s behavior 

 
It is very difficult to accept your child not playing as much as you hope.  Coaches are professionals.  They are, at times, 
forced to make judgment decisions based on what they believe is best for all student-athletes involved.  As you may have 
seen from the list above, certain things can and should be discussed with your child’s coach.  Other things, such as those 
in the following paragraphs, must be left to the discretion of the coach. 
 
Issues not appropriate to discuss with your child’s coach: 

 Playing time 
 Team strategy 
 Other student-athletes 

 
There are situations that may require a conference between the coach and the parent.  This is encouraged.  It is important 
that both parties have a clear understanding of the other’s position.  When these conferences are necessary, the following 
procedures should be taken to help promote a resolution to the issue of concern. 
 
Procedures to follow if you have a concern to discuss with the coach:

 If the coach cannot be reached, call the Athletic Director and leave a message for the coach. 
 Do not confront the coach before or after a practice or a game.  These confrontations can be emotional for both 

the parent and the coach.  Meetings of this nature do not promote resolutions.
